WHY HAVE

A GOSPEL MEETING?

A gospel meeting affords
opportunity to come together
for the gospel of Jesus Christ to
be preached, heard, believed
and obeyed. Why have a gospel
meeting?

FOLKS ARE LOST IN SIN.
“For all have sinned, and come
short of the glory of God”
(Rom. 3:23). “But the scripture
hath concluded all under sin...”
(Gal. 3:22). The Bible tells us
what sin is. “Whosoever
committeth sin transgresseth
also the law: for sin is the
transgression of the law” (1 JIn.
3:4). “All unrighteousness is
sin...” (1 Jn. 5:17). There is a
high price to be paid for sin.
“For the wages of sin is
death...” (Rom. 6:23). “...sin,
when it is finished, bringeth

forth death” (Jas. 1:15).
“...everlasting destruction from
the presence of the Lord, and

from the glory of his power” (2
Th. 1:9) will be the result of sin.

THE GOSPEL SAVES.
Heaven’s remedy for sin is the
gospel of Jesus Christ. “So, as
much as in me is, I am ready to

preach the gospel to you that
are at Rome also. For I am not
ashamed of the gospel of
Christ: for it is the power of
God unto salvation to every one
that believeth; to the Jew first,
and also to the Greek” (Rom.
1:15-16). The Corinthians were
reminded that they were saved
by the gospel, “Moreover,
brethren, I declare unto you the
gospel which I preached unto
you, which also ye have
received, and wherein ye stand;
By which also ye are saved...”
(1 Cor. 15:1-2). Paul wrote the
Ephesians, “In whom ye also
trusted, after that ye heard the
word of truth, the gospel of your
salvation...” (Eph. 1:13). “But
if our gospel be hid, it is hid to
them that are lost” (2 Cor. 4:3).

THE GOSPEL MUST BE
PREACHED, HEARD, BELIEVED
AND OBEYED. A reading of
Romans 10:13-17 is in order:
“For whosoever shall call upon
the name of the Lord shall be
saved. How then shall they call
on him in whom they have not
believed? and how shall they
believe in him of whom they
have not heard? and how shall
they hear without a preacher?
And how shall they preach,
except they be sent? as it is
written, How beautiful are the

feet of them that preach the
gospel of peace, and bring glad
tidings of good things! But they
have not all obeyed the gospel.
For E-sai-as saith, Lord, who
hath believed our report? So
then faith cometh by hearing,
and hearing by the word of
God.” Thus we learn that to be
saved we must call upon the
name of the Lord. The text
reveals that calling upon the
name of the Lord involves the
gospel being preached, heard,
believed and obeyed.

Thus, we have invited a
preacher to come preach the
gospel of peace. And, we invite
all to come hear, believe and
obey the gospel.

“For the preaching of
the cross is to them that
perish foolishness; but unto
us which are saved it is the

power of God” (1 Cor. 1:18).

“...it pleased God by the
foolishness of preaching to

save them that believe”
(1 Cor. 1:21).
